Current Committees of APACPH are:

Finance and Development Committee
Finance and Development Committee shall review and recommend strategies and approaches to develop funding sources for projects and programs of the Consortium.
Journal Committee

SECRETARY-GENERAL POSITION

A Secretary-General is appointed by the Executive Committee from among the Regional Directors or other senior academic staff members of APACPH member institutions, to carry out specific representational duties on behalf of APACPH as agreed to by the President and Executive Board from time to time.  The Secretary-General reports to the President and the appointment of a Secretary-General will normally be concurrent with that of the President.  An individual may be re-appointed as Secretary-General for subsequent two year periods.  The position of Secretary-General is without compensation, but expenses as authorised by the Executive Board will be reimbursed.  The appointment of a Secretary General will be ratified by the General Assembly.

ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION SCALE

The levels of subscription by country will be reviewed every two years.
