Submit 3 copies of all elements of the article.  Manuscripts should be prepared according to the American Medical Association (AMA) Manual of Style (10th Edition). For more information on the AMA Manual of Style, please visit http://www.sagepub.com, click on “Journal Editors/Authors” and then click on “Editor’s Guide.” Please view page 25 of the PDF for a brief overview of main AMA style points.

Arrange the paper in this order: (1) title page; (2) abstract and keywords; (3) text; (4) acknowledgments; (5) references; (6) figure legends; (7); tables; and (8) figures. Please also submit figures as separate figure files (tif, jpeg, eps, gif) with 300 dpi resolution or better. Number all pages in above sequence, beginning with title page as 1, abstract as 2, etc.
Type all matters: (1) on A4 opaque white paper; (2) on one side of each sheet only; (3) double-spaced; and (4) leave wide margins on all four sides.

Articles should be not more than 3,000 words.

A computer diskette (3.5 in) containing the manuscript in Microsoft Word format will be requested on acceptance of the article.

THE TITLE PAGE
For each author, include up to two degrees and name of institution. Names of authors should be written in style of initials followed by surname or preferred name e.g., BAK Khalid, K Suresh, CC Chan or J Brown. Add at bottom the phrase 'Address for correspondence:' followed by full name and address with postal code and e-mail address. Please also include e-mail addresses for all co-authors on the title page.
THE ABSTRACT
Limit the number of words to 150. At the end of the abstract, please include an alphabetical list of 5 to 8 keywords and subjects for indexing. Choose the keywords carefully as these will be used for subsequent retrieval.

THE TEXT
Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion/Recommendation

Systeme Internationale (SI) Units should be used. Use only standard abbreviations. The full term for which an abbreviation stands should precede its first use in the text unless it is a standard unit of measurement.

REFERENCES
References should be cited according to the AMA Manual of Style. Number the references in order of mention in text. Limit references to 30, if possible. Identify references in text, tables and legends by Arabic numerals in superscript. Titles of journals are abbreviated according to the Index Medicus. 
In the text, please use the author’s surname(s) and a superscripted number that correlates with the reference at the end of the manuscript. For example, for the first reference in the text use a superscripted number 1, such as Skinner1, or use only the superscripted number after the phrase or sentence of citation. When several references are cited simultaneously in the text, list the superscripted numbers together, for example, “Many researchers have debated this subject.1,2,5,9” In text citations, use “et al” for references of 3 authors. However, in the references, list up to 6 authors. If there are more than 6 authors, list the first 3 authors and then “et al”. References should appear at the end of the text numbered in order of appearance in the manuscript. Unpublished data and personal communications should be given as references. Follow the examples of forms of references as shown below.

TABLES
Start each table on a new page at the end of the manuscript. Give each table a number in order of mention in text. Provide footnotes for explanatory matter and identify in alphabetical order all abbreviations used. Place all tables and figures at the end of the manuscript after the references. You may place callouts for the tables and figures in the text. For example, write “INSERT TABLE 1 HERE” to show where the table should appear within the text.

ILLUSTRATIONS
We prefer that all illustrations and figures are submitted electronically. For electronic versions, authors are advised to submit figures as JPEG, TIFF, GIF, or EPS formats; PowerPoint slides and images embedded in Word documents do not transfer well to print unless they are simple line art. Abbreviations, symbols, arrows, numbers or letters used in the figures are to be identified and explained in the corresponding legends.

If electronic versions are not available, please submit drawings or glossy black and white photographs in original ink. Size of photos and drawings must not exceed 203 x 254 mm. Use black ink for all charts and line drawings.  Make decimals, broken lines, etc. strong enough for reproduction. Use arrows to designate special features. Each figure should have a label pasted on its back indicating the number of the figure and author's name. Number figures in order in which they are mentioned in the text. Please note that artwork of published articles will not be returned.
Submit written permission from the copyright holder to reproduce any previously published figures. Color photographs will be published at the author's expense.

PERMISSION

Authors must obtain written permission from the copyright owner (usually the publisher) for the use of tables, illustrations, or extensively quoted material that has appeared in another publication.
